Adopt an Unknown Soldier – Lesson notes – Lesson time 1 hour
· The information and instructions the pupils need to complete their reports are in red
· Notes for teacher are in black
· Movement through slide show instructions are in black, bold italics
THE AIM OF THE LESSON IS TO LINK ONE PUPIL TO ONE UNKNOWN SOLDIER WHO DIED AT LA BOISSELLE ON JULY 1ST 1916.
Give out the Bookmarks
Bookmarks – pupils- you will keep these after the lesson as reminder of the record you have completed.  
The pupils are given a bookmark, which contains the details of an Unknown soldier who died at La Boisselle on July 1st.  
The key to this lesson is getting the pupils to engage with their unknown soldier. This is a real exercise and these soldiers actually died in the battle you will be learning about today.
Start the Power Point – Slide 1 introduces the lesson and is narrated.
The lesson will be split into two distinct areas:
1. Facts about the Unknown soldier.
2. The Battle at La Boisselle in which the soldiers died
To help you complete your tasks you have a workbook.  Start on the inside page – “What does the term Unknown Mean?”– the aim at the start of the lesson is to raise the awareness of the number of Unknown Soldiers in WW1.
Slide 2 – Definition of the term Unknown. Read through the numbers and tell the story of how the Unknown soldier was selected.
Advance slide on click – Slide 3 Thiepval Memorial – This holds the names of 72.000 unknown soldiers that died in the Battle of The Somme
Advance slide on click -Slide 4 – This is a close-up of Pier and Face (names on white area) on memorial.  If the pupils look at their bookmarks, they will see a reference to Pier and Face.  This gives the location of their soldier’s name on the memorial.
UNKNOWN SOLDIERS NEVER HAVE A PERSONAL GRAVESTONE. YOU ARE NOW GOING TO COMPLETE A PERSONAL GRAVESTONE FOR YOUR SOLDIER.
The project is entitled the Unknown soldier.  The  Un in Unknown is crossed out to symbolise that the Unknown soldier is now known by another person.

Advance to Slide 5 – filling in the soldier’s details
[bookmark: _Hlk525722095]Advance slide on click – Slide 6 – Names on memorial.  Your soldiers’ names are all on this memorial. Task: How many is 72,000?  Let pupils work out the time it would take to read all the names then click on to next slide.

Main Task: Record your soldier’s details on the gravestone:
Go back to the front cover and complete the gravestone for your soldier using the information on the bookmark. Writing needs to be small to fit on the gravestone.



Slide 7 – answer will be revealed – 60 hours – 2 ½ days to read names non-stop.Task: To further emphasise the size of battles on WW1 complete the exercises on the Statistics on The Somme.  *


Remember these are only the Unknown soldiers for ONE battle – The Battle of the Somme lasted 4 months.
*Answer Traffic jam would be 8 miles long.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Read the “Impacts of Industrialisation” and how that would contribute to the events of WW1.
In WW1 everything was on a big scale. 
The Attack on La Boisselle
Click on to Slide 8 – Slides 8-17 will now advance automatically and are narrated all through the battle (approx. 20 mins)

Before starting the battle video, remind pupils they need to pay attention to:
· the tactics used
· the aim of the battle
· what happened in each area
· the final outcome of the battle
You do not have to write anything down at this point. Your main task is to learn what happened to your soldier that day. 
Closing statement

This project now means that you can remember your soldier as an individual.  If you look up Lochnagar Crater official website, you will be able to access the Virtual cemetery and find your soldier’s story.  You can use the story of your soldier as an act of remembrance and he can be representative of the all the soldiers that died in battle. By doing you will become part of his story.
Task: Final exercise – if time permits

There is an outline of The Plan. The pupils can write down The Reality – What actually happened?
